McLean County is located in central Illinois about an hour northeast of Springfield.
According to the US Census Bureau, the 2004 estimated population of McLean County
was 158,006 with a land area of 1,184 square miles.

The McLean County Family Visitation Center is located at the offices of The Children’s
Foundation in Bloomington. The facility has both a front and back entrance so parents
arrive through separate entrances. The custodial parent uses the front entrance and the
non-custodial parent uses the back entrance.

The Visitation Center is open from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. Monday through Sunday where
exchanges can occur at any time. The agency averages about 12 hours a week in
exchanges.
